Exhibitors are limited to entering no more than 10 items each in Classes A and C.

All photos must be mounted on sturdy, plain white, undecorated poster board (11"x 14") unless otherwise indicated.

Use only rubber cement or photography glue—do not use photo corners. Matting or frames are not allowed.

Each exhibit may have a heading and caption under photos.

e Exhibits will be judged on the basis of composition, (35%); story-telling ability (35%); technical quality (20%), and
mounting (10%).

e The entry tag must be stapled by the string to the upper right-hand corner of display.

e Exhibitor's name, grade, exhibit class letter and lot number should be printed on the back of the poster board. Also
include: Name and type of camera used, film speed, flash used/not used, and filter used/not used (if used, describe
what type)

o All slides must be placed in plastic slide sheet (available at most photography stores). A 3"x 5" card with the same
information called for on posters must be attached.

¢ All entries may be either all color or black and white; do not mix within an item.

e Posters not to exceed 14" x 22"
